Celebrating the 

Church Calendar

What is Ordinary Time?

This time in the church calendar, called Ordinary Time, may seem

“ordinary.” There is less focus on this season than on Advent or

Lent, but it is a time that should be greatly valued in our walk

with God. Ordinary time spans over several months between

Pentecost and Advent. In this current age of the church, we

have received the Holy Spirit and experience God in a way that

those before Pentecost did not. John 14:26 promises us that we

will have the Holy Spirit as our helper, who will teach and

remind us of his teachings. We can focus our hearts and minds

on this season of church history that we are experiencing with

the gift of the Holy Spirit being our guide. Ordinary Time calls

us to reflect on particular mysteries of faith. This is a time of

conversion, a time for growth, and a time for maturation. Our

worship of God in Ordinary Time should reflect our worship of

God all the time. We are called to worship God in the “ordinary

time” of our day-to-day lives and live out the daily calling to be

His daily disciples. 1 Peter 1:9 tells us that we should live out

what we say we believe.

What are you choosing to do in this Ordinary Time?

Ways to live intentionally in this season of the church calendar

include, but are not limited to, knowing the word, engaging

with God’s people, and living in God’s way.



Pastor’s Peace

2 Timothy 4:2

“Preach the word! Be ready in season and out of

season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all

longsuffering and teaching.”

Timothy was one of Paul’s disciples who later became a staple in the

early church. Timothy accompanied Paul during Many of his travels

and was present when Paul wrote several of His epistles. During one

of their travels, Timothy was appointed by Paul to remain in Ephesus

to help establish and lead the church there. Early church historians

inform us that Timothy served as the first bishop of Ephesus and

remained there for about 15 years. The books of 1 & 2 Timothy are

letters that Paul writes to someone whom he spent much time

disciplining and teaching. 2 Timothy, in particular, is considered

Paul’s last letter to his longtime friend and student. At the end of his

last letter to Timothy, Paul tells him to be ready to preach the word

at all times. This is what he means by in-season and out-of-season.

Always be ready to preach Jesus. Paul also reminds him that in his

preaching, he needs to convince (persuade people to turn to Jesus

fully and wholeheartedly), rebuke (correct people in their wrong

understanding of Scripture and doctrine as well as their sinful

behaviors), and exhort (encourage people to continue in their faith

and not grow weary in doing good). Paul also encourages him to do

this with longsuffering. Paul knew all too well that some take

longer than others to mature in their faith and that Timothy would

need to be patient. This is the spirit of ordinary time. It’s not just the

time between our two great seasons of Lent and Advent. It’s a time

to teach the body of Christ what it means to follow Jesus.
